A disciple responds positively to testing
(The time test)
James 1:12 (Amp)  1 Peter 4:12 (Amp)
        The following will explain how God does it:
Psalm 139:5 (Msg) “Investigate my life O God, find out everything about me, cross-examine me and test me.  Get a clear picture of what I’m about.”
Discussion 1:

Discuss this definition:  In the time test, by all outward appearances, God does not seem to be fulfilling the word or promise or breakthrough He gave you.
The time test tries your patience, perseverance and endurance, forcing you to trust God to fulfil your call, your mission and spiritual development (in His own time and way).


Purpose:  The test is to give you an opportunity to grow in your faith.
                1 Timothy 4:15 – should our growth be visible to others?
Discussion 2: 
Psalm 26:2 (Msg) – Examine me, God, from head to foot, order your battery of tests.  Make me sure I’m fit inside and out. 
This is the main reason for the TEST

The devil wants you to think there’s nothing more permanent than your temporary situation.  Tests don’t last, But radical enduring disciples do!
Discussion 3:

Biblical example: Abraham – a promise at 85 that he will have a son, but he made his own plan – didn’t wait for God’s time test.  Ishmael was born.  Today we still have the Muslim people which oppose God’s children.

The Bible says Gen 16:12 (Amp), He will be as a wild ass among men.

Due to impatience, how many times did you give birth to troubles, heartaches, hardship and become a Wild Ass by not waiting on God? Give an Example!
Which one are you?

In times of testing, some people grow wings, others buy crutches.

Be a 2 Timothy 2:3 (Amp) person no matter what the test
