Pride VS Humility
Refresh yourself on what God says to you about Pride and Humility:
James 4:10 & 1 Peter 5:5
Discussion 1:  

· What have you learned personally for your life over the past 3 weeks on the subject of Humility vs Pride?
· What is God’s view on humility?  Isaiah 66:2.
· Why did God lead Israel 40 years in the wilderness?  Deut 8:2-3, & 16.
· If the fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom, what comes before we receive honour? 

Pr 15:3.
Discussion 2: Discuss the 6 guidelines how to humble oneself:

#1  Regularly confess your sin to God.  Luke 18:9-14 (NIV)
· We all sin and fall short of the glory of God.  Too few of us practice regular strictness of self-honesty and self-examination.  A daily, weekly review of one’s heart and behavior coupled with confession to God is an essential practice of humility. Why?
#2  Acknowledge your sin to others.
· Humility before God is incomplete without humility before man as well.
James 3:2, James 5:16.

· A true test of our willingness to humble ourselves, is our willingness to share with others the weaknesses we confess to God.  NB!!! Using wisdom, however, tells us to do it with a trusted person. Watch a gossiper, rather get a mentor.
#3  Receive wrongs patiently  (1 Peter 3:8-9, 17)
· When you see injustice and wrong accusations do you want to react, rectify, justify and restore?  However, the humble heart always shows strength of character.

#4  Be quick to forgive (Matthew 18:21-22)
· Forgiveness is possibly one of the greatest acts of humility.  When we forgive we acknowledge a wrong has been done to us, but we choose to give up our right to repay the wrong.  Forgiveness is self-denial, which is a sign of great humility.

#5  Invite and receive correction and feedback from others graciously.
· This is a great divider of pride and humility.  Proverbs 10:17, Proverbs 12:1.
· Always look for the ‘seed’ of truth in what people offer you.  Even if it comes from an unreliable questionable source.  Always pray, ‘Lord what are you saying or showing me through this?’

#6  Treat pride as a condition that always needs embracing the cross.
· Luke 9:23.  It’s in our nature to be proud and it’s God’s nature in us that brings forth humility. Here’s the challenge to live a humble life.  The foundation of true humility is laid on a commitment to a lifestyle of daily dying to self and living through Jesus Christ.
Discussion 3:
Discuss these items and why we need deliverance from them they cause they can prevent us from living humbly?

From the desire of being regarded or thought of favorably.
From the desire of being honored.
From the desire of being praised.
From the desire of being preferred.
From the desire of being consulted.
From the desire of being approved.

Deliver me Jesus
From the fear of being humiliated.

From the fear of being forgotten.
From the fear of being ridiculed.
From the fear of being wronged.
From the fear of being suspected.

Jesus, grant me the grace to desire.
That others may be loved more than me.
That, in the opinion of the world,

others may increase and I may decrease,
That others may be praised and I unnoticed.
