#6  Taking responsibility

Read and take note of the content of the scriptures

Galatians 6:4-5 (Msg) - Make a careful exploration of who you are and the work you have been given and then sink yourself into that. Don’t be impressed with yourself. Don’t compare yourself with others. Each of you must take responsibility for doing the creative best you can with your own life.

Philemon: 21 (Amp)

Discussion 1:

· In your own words, explain what you understand by “Taking responsibility for my life”.

· What would Christian lives look like if they never really took responsibility?

· What would be the telltale signs?

· What would they NOT be doing?

Discussion 2:

The definition of responsibility:

The Hebrew meaning is: “burden”.  In other words, “You may not enjoy it, like it or be keen on doing it, but you’re committed to take responsibility”. Remember Jesus in Gethsemane before He was crucified! 

· Webster’s dictionary means: You are totally dependable. The question is, are you?

· The difference between a successful disciple of Jesus and a lukewarm, compromising uncommitted Christian is…

     … “Success on any major scale requires you to accept responsibility… in the final    

     analysis, the one quality that all successful, significant people have… is the 
     ability to take responsibility.”

Discussion 3:

· What is a responsible disciple?

· Do you stick with a job until it is done, and do you take pleasure in a job well done?

· Can those in authority tell you to do something and you do it immediately to the best of your ability without constant reminders?

· Do you become uncommitted when a job becomes difficult, tedious or boring?

· Can your fellow disciples count on you when you’ve committed yourself to a task?

· Are you punctual (Ready, “Prayed up & read up” and on time for every event)?

· Are you only committed when others are watching you?

· Do you quit your commitment when you don’t receive encouragement or praise?

· Do you complain about the ministry you’re in or do you add value cheerfully and thankfully?

· Do you make excuses in an attempt to avoid fulfilling your duties?

Any “negative answer” speaks of a responsibility problem.
